Canoe Creek Band Boarding Home Policy

· Room and board assistance is available only to high school students whose parents live on Dog Creek or Canoe Creek reserve lands.  

· Room and board assistance is not available to high school students who are in a common-law relationship.

· Cheques will be administered on the 15th of each month with the only exception of September. Absolutely no advances will be given.

Boarding home parents must:

1. Act in the students’ interest to ensure their safety and well-being.

2. Pass a criminal record check.

3. Have a liking for teenagers and an understanding for teenagers.

4. Provide a home that has a stable emotional environment whether it is a home with a single adult caregiver or a home with two adult caregivers.

5. Request relevant medical history about the student boarder that would be beneficial to know.

6. Be aware of any health or medical needs that the student has and ensure they get medical help if needed.

7. Provide a sleeping space that ensures privacy and a space and security for personal possessions.

8. Ensure that the student has access to a quiet study area where he/she can do homework at an agreed time.

9. Ensure that the student understands his/her responsibility to get to school on time.

10. Develop an awareness of the students’ behavior patterns and seek assistance or advice if those patterns change significantly.

11. Ensure that the student has access to an adequate and healthy food supply. Eg, breakfast, lunch, full supper and nutritional snacks.

12. Be a positive role model.

13. Must ensure the student knows what behavior is expected of them in your home. Eg. What the rules of the house are.

14. Ensure that the student is not away from the home overnight without prior approval.

15. Make contact within two weeks with the First Nations support worker that is involved with the boarding student.

16. Understand the social and recreational needs of the student and provide them with the opportunity to be involved.

17. Ensure the financial arrangement is understood and followed as set out in the contract.

18. Ensure students are paid for any extra-ordinary services they provide.  
      Eg.    Babysitting, yard work.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Term

The term of this contract shall be from September 1st ______ to June 30th _______.

Payment

The Band shall pay the boarding parent $600.00 per month on the 15th of each month inclusive of all living and accommodations expenses

Parent/Guardian Obligations

The parent/guardian agrees to:
1. Pick up their child on Friday evening or make arrangement with the room and board parent for weekend stays without the involvement of the Education Department.

2. Provide their children with the basic necessities and understands the room and board paid to the boarding parent is to provide food and shelter only.  Any extra costs are the responsibility of the parent/guardian.  Eg. Clothing, shoes, field trips or sporting event expenses, school supplies, spending money, etc…

3. Notify the High School Support Counsellor or Education Department immediately if child is moved to another boarding home.

4. Provide the boarding parent with emergency contact numbers and medical information.

5. Reimburse the boarding parent for any long distance phone calls the student makes.

6. Request reimbursement from the High School Support Counsellor or Education Department for only preauthorized expenses.

7. Sign a waiver form for the high school support counselor and boarding parent to obtain school records.

Boarding Parent Obligations

The boarding parent agrees to:

1.   Undergo a criminal record check annually.

2. Provide a room Monday to Friday.

3. Occasionally allow the student to stay the weekend with no further renumeration.

4.   A stable emotional home environment.

5.   Provide a bed and adequate, clean personal space for the boarding student with no 

      more than two individuals per room within the same age and gender.

6.   Provide access to adequate and healthy food supply and provide at least one hot meal 

      per day.

7.   Fully reimburse students for stolen possessions.

8.   Provide the student with access to a quiet study area to do their homework for no less 

      than one hour per day.

9. Assist the student to maintain at least a “C” average. 

10. Monitor the students’ success and access tutoring and/or counseling assistance.  

11. Undergo a review if the student is failing or missing school.

12. Be aware of the student’s medical and health needs and ensure they get medical help if needed.

13. Ensure the parents/guardians of the student are aware of any illness or sickness and will arrange for at home supervision if required.

14. Make contact within two weeks with the First Nations support worker that is involved with the boarding student.

15. Properly supervise the student. Eg. Not allow overnight stays without prior approval, when guests/visitors are present, etc.

16. Ensure the student arrives to school on time.

17. Request reimbursement from the High School Support Counsellor, Education 

      Deparment or Parent/Guardian for only preauthorized expenses.

18. Contact parent/guardian and High School Support Counsellor before disciplinarian 

      measures are carried out.

19. Review contract with the High School Support Counsellor and Parent/Guardian after 

       six weeks and make necessary adjustments or improvements.
Student Obligations

The Student agrees to:

1. Attend school on a regular basis and arrive on time.

2. Notify the High School Support Counsellor or Education Department of any concerns or problems in the home.

3. Undergo a review before moving out of the boarding home.

4. Not move to another boarding home without prior approval from High School Support Counsellor or Education Department.

5. Respect the rights, property and privacy of boarding home caregivers.

6. Not to violate the safety of self or others. 

7. Follow and respect house rules.  Eg.  Dishes, visitors, curfews, meal times, long distance phone calls, etc…

8. Strive to maintain no less than a “C” average.

9. Do homework for no less than one hour per day.

10. Notify the High School Support Counsellor or Education Department when having academic difficulties.

11. Request reimbursement from the High School Support Counsellor, Education Department for only preauthorized expenses.

12. Notify the High School Support Counsellor or Education Department of student fees, field trips, etc. as soon as possible.

13. Abstain from the use of alcohol and drugs.

14. Get prior approval for guests and visitors.

15. Notify the boarding parent of whereabouts at all times.

16. Maintain cleanliness of self and living area.

17. Miss only one day to attend a funeral unless departed is close or immediate family.
